Purpose: to construct a six foot fence past the building line to the
easement

Brandon Verkler, 17141 Oak Valley Dr. explained he lives on a corner lot and wants to
put the fence to his property line instead of the building line because it is 30 feet further
out towards the road. The fence will not impede traffic because from his property line
and 171% there is still another 40 feet of green space. He further stated if this gets
approved, he would get a little over 5000 sq. ft. area for his family and this is the reason
he bought the corner lot to get a large fenced in area. Chairman Shilling read the memo
from the Technical Review Committee.

Chairman Shilling opened the public hearing. There was no one present to speak for or
against the petitioner. Chairman Shilling closed the public hearing.

Mr. Brady asked what was the variance they are approving. Chairman Shilling explained
the petitioner was requesting 30 feet instead of zero and had a concern of putting the
fence in a no-access easement. Mr. Verkler explained the no-access easement was
platted to prevent a driveway to be installed going to 171% and he could put a fence on it.
Mr. Konradi made a motion to approve the variance to construct a six-foot fence to the
north front setback, seconded by Mr. Brady and carried by roll call vote with Mr.
Evenhouse abstaining.
